12.0 OLD BUSINESS 
12.1 Community College District Territory (standing item) 

Michael West reported on his continued participation in the AEBG Consortium. Michael 
said he was looking forward to Sutter County being the new LEA for the consortium, 
saying it would be much more economical for counties and districts. Michael also said 
that he, Maria Arvizu-Espinoza, Rebecca Van Kleeck, and Lorilee Niesen have been 
meeting with Woodland Community College on their WIOA Plan.

12.3 LCAP Update (standing item) 
Maria Arvizu-Espinoza described recent LCAP activities, including writing CCOE's LCAP, 
working with the Colusa/Yolo/Yuba County Consortium to provide support to 
superintendents writing their LCAPs, scheduling an upcoming PLN meeting, and the 
possibility of sending another differentiated assistance letter to districts by March 3Pt. 
The letter would provide information in a timely manner to positively impact district 

LCAP development. Maria reported that the electronic template was released, which 
CUSD and WUSD will utilize, but MUSD and PJUSD will not. Michael interjected saying 
that Maria is one of three leaders in the consortium that many other county 
coordinators are reaching out to for information. 

13.0 NEW BUSINESS 
13.1 Approve Second Interim Report 

Gail Osborne began her presentation of the Second Interim Report by highlighting the 
General Fund Financial Assumptions 2017-18 on page 1 the report, the County Service 
Fund (01) Summary on page 19 that indicates all of the changes in the Financial 
Assumptions, and the General Fund Projections by Department, that shows the multi­
year projections (which are adversely impacted by CaiPERS and STRS changes) . 
Discussion was held on one-time expenses involved in deficit spending, and on reducing 
the deficit spending by year two. Michael West commended Gail on her easy to 

understand report format.
